• Stone fruit is best stored and merchan-
dised outside of your refrigerated cases.
It allows the fruit to ripen properly and
avoids it from being in the flavor kill zone!

• Place small brown paper bags on your
displays to suggest ripening at home.

• Variety offerings are key in successful
stone fruit sales. Be sure to carry a full ar-
ray of fruit to offer to your customers. It
might also expose them to varieties that
they might have tried before.

• Cull stone fruit often during each day to insure freshness. Remove any bruised or over-
ripe fruit.

• Stone fruit bruises very easily, so handle with care, both in the backroom and on your display.
